[bookmark: _Hlk176442618]The Massachusetts Department of Conservation and Recreation (MassDCR) Office of Dam Safety (ODS) and City of Pittsfield have partnered to design and permit removal of the Bel Air Dam (MA1061), located between Wahconah Street and Lenox Avenue in the City of Pittsfield.  The project will bring the dam into compliance with the Massachusetts Dam Safety regulations (302 CMR 10.00) by removing it.  The project will include restoration of approximately 1,200 linear feet of the streambed of the West Branch of the Housatonic River, removal of contaminated sediment along the newly restored stream channel, and capping of sediment to remain on site.  Areas outside of the stream channel will be restored with clean soil and a combination of planting and seeding of native vegetation. The design elements, construction approach/schedule, and mitigation for potential traffic, water quality, and air quality concerns will be presented at the public meeting. 

After the meeting, the presentation will be available for viewing  on DCR’s Past events for DCR Public Meetings Information web page.  DCR encourages the public to share additional feedback, with a deadline for receipt of comments by DCR of November 6th, 2024. Comments may be submitted via the DCR public comment portal. Please note that the content of comments you submit to DCR, along with your name, town, and zip code, will be posted on DCR's website.
